The article notes that the full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation into our country dispelled hopes that hard power
conflict resolution is a thing of the past. Therefore, questions about the real possibilities of international influence based
on the resources of soft power, smart power and hard power have become relevant. Understanding the basics of these
concepts makes it possible to adequately assess changes in the field of geopolitical communicative practices and their
future configuration. All three concepts characterize the way in which states articulate power tools in exercising influence
over other countries. Especially at this stage of the development of international relations, which require a comprehensive
rethinking of a number of traditional concepts.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the main provisions of the concept of soft power by J. Nye.

It is concluded that the concept of soft power by J. Nye discusses with supporters of realpolitik and calls to abandon
the absolutization of hard power in world politics. Soft power is the ability of a state to convince other countries, to ensure
its interests without the use of force or coercion. Instead, the state uses more sophisticated means, such as culture, social
pattern or political values. Soft power manifests itself most in the psychosocial sphere and is used by the most powerful
and those with more knowledge, initiative and wisdom to influence people's behavior and, as a result, various institutions.
This involves long-term actions such as trust and prestige, creating a favorable or unfavorable environment for various
initiatives (through exchanges, stimulating changes in the behavior of target audiences, changes in legislation, etc.).
The concept of soft power by J. Nye was a consequence of the end of the Cold War and marked the transition to a new
type of international relations based on culture, humane values, human interests, the involvement of non-state actors,
the expansion and transfer of power.
