The relationship between church and state in modern Greece, a country characterized by religious richness and diversity,
has its roots deep in the history of this country. For many centuries, religion, and primarily Greek Orthodoxy, has been not
only the spiritual pillar of Greek society, but also a powerful factor in political life. Greek Orthodoxy occupies a central place
in the religious life of the country. It is institutionalized in one of the oldest Christian churches, and its influence extends to
both state institutions and the cultural development of the country.

The stages of the creation of the national Orthodox Church of Greece and other Orthodox churches of Greece are
analyzed: historical and legal aspects.

The historical and legal aspects of the formation and development of Greek Orthodox churches are analyzed,
and the modern ethno-confessional landscape of Greece and Greek Orthodoxy in particular is characterized.

The results of the analysis show that the spread of Christian communities in the Greek lands dates back to the arrival
of the Apostle Paul in 49. In the middle of the 9th century, the Greek Church came under the jurisdiction of the Patriarchate
of Constantinople. After the collapse of Byzantium, Orthodoxy in Greece was oppressed, but with the conquest
of Constantinople by the Turks, the Greek Orthodox retained freedom of religion and the authority of their patriarch, who
continued to be ordained according to the Byzantine canon. After Greece gained independence (1830), in August 1833,
the Church of Greece proclaimed its independence, which was confirmed only in 1850 by the recognition by the Patriarch
of Constantinople of its autocephaly within the borders of the then Greek state, and the boundaries of the jurisdiction
of the Orthodox Church of Greece were finally recognized only in 1882. From that time until now, part of the territory
of Greece inhabited by Orthodox believers has belonged to the jurisdiction of the Patriarchate of Constantinople. In
addition, the Orthodox Church of Crete and Mount Athos have a separate status. A summary of the research of famous
Greek scholars gives grounds to conclude that the basis of modern state-church relations in Greece is a modernized form
of Caesare-papism, which is characterized as a system of «supremacy of state law»
