This scientific article provides a comprehensive and profound theoretical and applied analysis of the role of civil society
organizations (CSOs) as a key institutional determinant in ensuring Ukraine's sustainable development strategy amid
the intensification of European integration processes and unprecedented modern challenges. The relevance of the study
is driven by the objective need to synchronize national economic, environmental, and social priorities with the principles
of the European Green Deal and the UN Sustainable Development Goals 2030.

The purpose of this article is to emphasize the strategic role of large-scale organizations in ensuring the development
of Ukraine and to analyze their influx into the new European integration benefits. The author reveals in detail the architecture
of multi-level interaction between the public sector, state institutions, and international structures, emphasizing that civil
society in Ukraine has transformed from a recipient of aid into a full-fledged subject of state policy formation.
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The paper thoroughly analyzes the functional transformation of non-governmental organizations, in particular their role in
ensuring the transparency and accountability of post-war reconstruction processes through the mechanisms of the Ukraine
Facility program. Special attention is paid to the environmental vector of sustainable development, where the public sector
acts as a guarantor of the implementation of high standards of environmental safety and climate neutrality. It is proven
that without the active involvement of CSOs, it is impossible to achieve social cohesion and inclusiveness, which are
fundamental values of the European Union. The article contains original analytical tables demonstrating the dynamics
of the sector's institutional growth and progress in fulfilling key SDG indicators. The scientific novelty of the study lies in
the systematization of the role of CSOs as a critical factor in national resilience through the prism of European standards
of sustainable management.
